Officer Reports:

Call to order at 7:06 p.m. by Jan McCreary

Co-Presidents:

Website:

All School Fundraiser:

Paula Moring reported that the volunteer slots are mostly filled and looking good.  She’s a little concerned about adult help showing up Friday evening because of the football game.  50 tables are needed for the auction items.  Jan stated that there is around 185 auction items. 

Officers Report:

Presidents:

Jan reported on the monthly presidential meetings held through the school district.  The top topics this month were the bus strike situation and the H1N1 Clinics.  Tom Trigg suggested that the schools do something for the teachers during the upcoming National Education week.  Jan talked with Amy Murphy to get an idea of something we could do to show our appreciation to our wonderful teachers.  Amy suggested writing thank you cards.  There are currently a group of seniors calling themselves “Secret Seniors” and their sending anonymous thank you letters to teachers.  The teachers have been very touched by these gestures. Co-President:

Treasurer:

Marcy Langhofer reported for Marilyn Sechi, treasurer:

Activity Program income has exceeded budget by $3500

Husky Wear is striving to break even this year which will leave an exposure of $11,000

Concessions income is at 43% of the targeted income, expenses are at 41% of targeted total expenses.  Currently BVNW & BVN share the DAC concession expenses…North pays for the Pepsi products and NW pays for the food.  At the end of the Fall sports, we will see where we are and make any adjustments.

Golf tournament income increase $1750 over budget.  We are waiting for the October CC charges to determine the final expense.

Fall 09 volunteer award payments will be made by the end of November.

We have incurred a $600 expense for replacement of obsolete credit card machines.

Just one outstanding spending request from last spring-Husky Headlines Fall conference.  Should be expensed in November.

Taxes filed, the processing fee was half of last years.

Brian Brutto commented that he sees hits in the budget in spring activities. $18,000 request last year at this time.

New Business: 

Jan opened up the meeting for any new business.  No discussion.

The door prize drawings were held.  LeeAnne Kilty moved to adjourn the meeting.  Beth Styve seconded.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 pm by Jan McCreary.
