Co-Presidents:

She has suggested changing the After Prom time from 3 hours to 2 hours but they need to check with the inflatable company on their timeframe. Last year the event had 45-60 minutes with no kids. The start time and end time were discussed and if the time should be shortened. Other activities for the night were also discussed, such as bingo, rock band/guitar hero, movie corner, poker tournament.
