Officer Reports:

Call to order at 7:00 p.m. by Jan McCreary.
Co-Presidents:
Bryan Brutto was introduced by Jan McCreary to give a synopsis of his job as the Activities Director. Mr. Brutto said it was “everything that did not involve a ball”. Mr. Brutto reported that the year has started off well. He reported what Spirit Week means at Northwest and the involvement of the students. Upcoming activities include Homecoming week, game & dance. The dance has good attendance. There is a District Marching festival that the Husky band will attend on Mon. night at the DAC at 7 p.m. The Fall play will be coming up as well. Athletics were reported that football team 2-0 and soccer team 4-1 are doing well. Soccer won the Fat Cat tournament at BV West. This week is the first home football game as well. Volleyball has a young team with many opportunities. Progress reports will be posted in a couple of weeks. 
Activity Program
Marci Braybrooks reported over $20,000 (a record year) in ad sales. The first year for spirit ads sold 28 ads plus a large donation. Jan McCreary reported 3000 copies will be printed for each season. Each team/activity is featured in the program by season. The first one will be out at the Homecoming football game.

After Prom
Melisa Gum, chairperson, reported that the committee is looking for volunteers. 8 sub-committees that make up After Prom. Marcy Langhofer explained the event is an PBC sponsored event to promote a safe, alcohol free, After Prom party at the school 12:00a.m-3:00a.m. It is a free event. 

After Graduation

Marci Braybrooks explained the event as a safe drug & alcohol free event at Power Play just for Seniors after the graduation ceremony. Chaperones are needed for the event by Senior parents. Prizes will be announced throughout the evening this year. The event will have a hypnotist at the end of the evening. Jan McCreary stated that Junior parents also are needed to help as bus chaperones. Jan also reported that one parent will be doing a DVD of kids from their younger years. 

Bryan Brutto commented that he feels fortunate to have a school that has parents committed to both of the safe nights. Kids really do enjoy the events and parents volunteering. Marcy Langhofer stated that we are one of the only BV schools that offer both events.

BV Ed Foundation
Krista Salter reported the BV Ed. Foundation Community breakfast was amazing. Bill Self spoke with the theme “Breakfast of Champions” – celebrating virtues of being a champion in the classroom. Student & staff ambassadors were presented. Krista also reported on BV Ed. Foundation events that will be posted on the BVNW website such as the Donor Wall event Oct. 12, Nell Hills shopping event Nov. 18. The Sunflowers at the front of the school were given – 6 total grants received last year. Deadline is 9/22/09 for fall grant writing. Mr. Brutto commented that $13,000 of grant money last year was given to BVNW through 6 different grants.
Concessions
Jan McCreary explained concessions to raise funds requires tremendous support and volunteers. Paula Moring, football manager, a freshman parent explained that if you sign up the money will go back to help your activity. Geri Coen commented that there is a new system of sharing the DAC inventory with BV North. They are sharing purchasing for DAC concessions and items are being left in the concessions area. Receipts will be split between the two schools. Jan McCreary reported that the volunteers are working very hard and it’s very fun. Also, there is a new system of handling the money. 

Hospitality
Jan McCreary explained that Hospitality is used when we are “hosting” guests in our school.

Golf Tournament
Dorothy Christiansen reported that the Golf Tournament is October 9th. They are currently getting sponsors and prize donations. They are also looking for volunteers to hand out flyers at the football game and soccer game. If anyone has a business or knows someone that would like to contribute they are looking for sponsorships.

Website

Staff Appreciation
Jan McCreary reported that this committee helps provide meals throughout the year for staff.

BV Communication
Jan McCreary reported that the BV school district is phasing out Voicemail this year. The district is going to email as the main form of communication. Bryan Brutto commented that currently voicemail and email are being duplicated. Mr. Brutto also reported that parents would still be able to leave voicemails for teachers, coaches, & administrators. After removing voice mail for one year, the district will survey patrons to see how whether they want voice mail back. If so, consideration will be given to updating the current out-of-date voice mail system.
Membership
Cheryl Rooney reported that PBC has 603 members (last year 604 – year before that 610). Very good numbers in a tough economic year.

Cheryl Rooney noted that BVNW puts out a monthly newsletter. The All School Fundraiser and Golf Tournament may want to consider an ad in the newsletter. Submission deadline is Sept. 20th and comes out beg. of October. 

Co-Vice Presidents
Marcy Langhofer reported that there will be 2 tail gates this year before home football games on this Thursday and Fri. Oct 2nd the Homecoming game 5:00-6:45. Food is provided by HyVee for $5.50 per dinner. 

Melisa Gum reported they will be doing a Parent Education night to be announced. Last year the Kelsey Smith and Outrage both had good attendance. They are planning 2 events this year. 

Secretary – Minutes
Deanna Porterfield provided April minutes for each table. Krista Salter moved to approve the April minutes. Marcy Langhofer seconded. The minutes were approved.

Treasurer
Marilyn Sechi reported that the staff appreciation dinners will increase by $500. Also, 50% of the proceeds from the ASF directly back to organizations $20, 910.50.  Marcy Langhofer moved to approve the budget. Cheryl Rooney seconded. The budget was approved.

Emergency Spending Request
