A. Activity Program:  Lynne Ornduff  reports the programs are being handed out at all fall events and are given to coaches and sponsors to hand out at their end of the season banquets.
B.  All School Fund-Raiser  The on-line reservation system is up and running thanks to Diane Waldo who did a great job on the web page. Nov. 10th is the last day to register on line.  Nov. 8th is the last day for paper registrations.  Tickets can be bought at the door for $30.  Spirit buttons are being sold for $2.00 as an additional source of revenue and as part of class competitions.  Food is provided by Golden Ox and will be served by student volunteers to seated guests.  Appetizers will be served in the gym to keep guests at the auction tables longer.  Committee is hoping to have desserts and coffee donated.  The seats will be assigned this year and for an additional $20 fee, tables cans be reserved for groups.  Dazzlers, jazz band, string group and several student soloists will provide entertainment for the evening.  The committee could still use another person to help with decorations.  Gaslight Grill will be the after party site.  So far 90 items have been donated and this Friday will be the first donation deadline so the committee will have a better sense of other items to advertise.  The potential conflict with a football game that night will be eased by playing the game on the large screen tv in the commons.  Many more volunteers are needed, especially students for that night.
