Activities:

Officer Reports:

Marilyn presented the 2010-11 budget.  The following changes were noted

· sportsmanship committee taken off as needs were met elsewhere

· increased pledge to BVEF to help in a year other schools had to cut back

· new $500 counselor fund to help them with fees etc. in individual hardship cases

· no football roadtrip fund

· an expected carryover of $30,000 rather than $54,000

· an increase in senior picnic budget due to new location needs

Next week TOP DAWG soccer tournament will have buns and chips from us.  $1300 spent so far.  Jeanna created an on-line form for school people to use to request hospitality help for events.  It can be filled out on line and sent to Bryan or Steve and to the committee for approval.

H.  Golf Tournament:  Dorothy reports we have made first payment on event for Oct. 4th.  Mike Martin, Coach Fritz and Scott Fisher are helping to organize.  Ads have gone into area publications/newsletters.  Amy offered our publicity person, Janet Alonso as a further resource to help get more participants.

I.  Husky Wear:  Marilyn reported $17,000 has been sold so far this year compared with $9,000 at this time last year.
